● Mauritius  seems to have lower latencies from rest of Africa (~160ms)

● North Africa cities appear to have lower latencies from/to the rest of Africa?
○ Rabat, Sousse, Tunis, Algiers, Marrakesh, Belvedere, Casablanca have median latencies of 

<200ms
